DATE: Arrival late afternoon/early evening on Wednesday, November 3rd.
Range days, approximate hours of 8:00 am to 4:00 pm on Thursday and Friday,
November 4th and 5th. Participate in our Babes with Bullets™ “mini” match on
Saturday morning, November 6th. Depart around 1:00 pm on Saturday
afternoon.

PLACE: The Shootout Range, Princeton, Louisiana. The Shootout Range is
located in the northwest corner of Louisiana approximately ten miles east of
Shreveport and Bossier City.

Driving Direction: I-20 to Haughton/Fillmore exit (Exit 33). Turn north on
LA 157. Go 1.2 miles to the red light. Turn east on Hwy 80. Go 2.2 miles. Turn
right on Shootout Lane. Go to the end of the blacktop road.

AIRPORT: The Shreveport Regional Airport is serviced by several major airlines
and is only a thirty minute drive from the range. Driving time from Dallas/Fort
Worth International is approximately four hours. If you choose to fly into DFW
and drive to Princeton we will try to put you in touch with other campers so that
you can carpool from Dallas.

LODGING: Cabins at Lake Bistineau State Park which is about a 20 minute
drive from the range. You can check out the cabins at the link below. We'll be
staying in the Deluxe Cabins that sleep eight.

EQUIPMENT: The use of Smith & Wesson .22 caliber and .223 caliber model
M&P-15 rifles is included in the cost of the camp. Approximately 80% of the
camp will be shot with the .22 caliber rifles. Campers may use their own .22
and/or .223 caliber, AR-15 style rifles if they wish.

CAMP DESCRIPTION: The Babes With Bullets Rifle Camp is geared toward
the novice shooter and is appropriate for ladies that have never handled a
handgun, up to ladies that are currently competing in Practical Pistol matches at
the “C” or “D” class level.

INSTRUCTORS: Fourteen time USPSA National Multigun Champion and
current IPSC European Rifle Champion, Kay Miculek. Current USPSA National
Multigun Champion Maggie Reese. Additional instructors will be added
depending on the number of registered campers.

COST: $650 for USPSA members, $675 for non-USPSA members. (The extra
$25 will be spent to sign campers up for a one year USPSA membership.
www.uspsa.org) Cost includes two and V2 days of instruction, participation in a
Practical Pistol match, and group lodging.



REGISTRATION & PAYMENT USING THE SHOPPING CART: If you
register and pay online with your VISA, MasterCard, or Discover card full
payment is required. If you prefer to pay by check or money order chose the
